MR. MEAD is a Saber-Toothed Cat from the Fossil Discovery Center that roamed the area 780,000 years 
ago.  Located at 19450 Avenue 21 ½ in Chowchilla. 
 
HONEY is a Honeybee that pollinates the fertile lands of Madera County and the Madera Wine Trail.   You 
can pick up Honey's trading card in the tasting rooms at these wineries along the Madera Wine Trail:

SIERRA is a local Black Bear that shows us all there is to see and do in Oakhurst, the largest gateway town 
near Yosemite.  Pick up Sierra cards at the Oakhurst Visitor Center at 40343 Highway 41, Oakhurst. 
 
ART E. FOX is our local Sierra Nevada Red Fox.  He is a crafty one and can be found at the Galleries in the 
Yosemite Gateway Art Center on Gallery Row in Oakhurst.  Located at 40982 Highway 41. 
 
BLake is Bass Lake's very own Bald Eagle who hangs out at the lake each year fishing and watching 
tourists and getting his photo taken.  Pick up your BLake trading card at one of these Bass Lake locations: 
1. The Forks Resort – at the Registration Desk (closes for winter mid-October) 
2. Miller's Landing Resort – at the Registration Desk (closes for winter mid-October) 
3. The Pines Resort – at the Registration Desk (open year-round) 
 
RICKY is the Yosemite Mountain Sugar Pine Railroad's resident bandit Raccoon.  Visit the Railroad to 
pick up your Ricky trading card at 56001 Highway 41 in Fish Camp (closes for winter in November). 
 
GALEN is the Great Horned Owl that is the protector of the Mariposa Grove of Giant Sequoias.  You can 
pick up your GALEN trading card during this COVID time at the Oakhurst Visitor Center. 
 
SANDY the Squirrel hangs out at Tunnel View, Yosemite Valley and all around Madera County gathering 
nuts and chatting with visitors.  Get your Sandy card at the Ansel Adams Gallery in the Village Mall in Yosemite 
Valley starting May 1, 2021 (in the meantime, visitors can pick up their Galen card at the Oakhurst Visitor 
Center).  Sandy can also be found by taking one of the three local Yosemite Tours with Crossroads Tours, 
Discover Yosemite and Photo Safari Yosemite.
