1. America The Beautiful Non-Resident Annual Pass

2.  One-time Passes (good for 7 days - Yosemite access only)

Covers entrance and/or day-use fees at thousands of recreation 
locations across the United States for a full year from date of purchase.

Non-Resident Entrance Passes

This pass includes all entry fees and covers the 
pass-holder plus up to three adults on a 

commercial tour, or all occupants in a private 
vehicle (pass-holder must show ID).
